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Helen Frankenthaler’s latest
publication with Tyler Gra-
phics is the most ambitious
mixed-media project she
has ever undertaken. Devel-
oping over a five year per-
iod, twelve uniquely hand-
painted bronze screens and
a twenty-eight color edition
print were created. This work,
a marriage of bronze cast-
ing, painting on bronze, and
printmaking began in 1982
at Tyler Graphics. Initially,
Ken Tyler provided Fran-
kenthaler with three 56" x
26" magnesium plates. This
was the first time the artist

had worked on magnesium

or on printing plates of this

size. The expansive surface

allowed her to explore
